Gina Miller has been making digital artwork and animations since 1998. Her work has been published in books, magazines, the History Channel, a Japanese television show and documentaries. In 2010 she began creating real world textured artworks that can hang on the wall. The work is very dimensional, usually layered with bright colors and is on cradled wood gesso boards that are left raw on the edges (although sealed with a clear medium to avoid splinters). The textured work by itself is very interesting but by placing another layer of images by use of color, it speaks to the mysteries of the world around us. What we see from a distance appears to project an image, but upon closer examination reveals much more.
